· I do not take God’s commands lightly but strive to listen to the Holy Spirit within me who guides me to act according to his good purpose. John 14:26; Philippians 2:12-13
Spirit
· I believe that the Holy Spirit is Jesus’ presence that remains with believers to guide them and reveal His purposes and plans for them. 1 Corinthians 2:6-16
· I have accepted Christ as savior and believe the Holy Spirit resides within me. 1 Corinthians 3:16
